The Beverly
Sailing Team will be part of the Massachusetts Bay League. The Mas-
sachusetts Bay League is not like the NEC or any other conference for the
fact that the League has teams from all across Massachusetts like Boston
Latin, Duxbury, and Winthrop High School.
