Under the law, high school students under 18 are
considered to be minors, and there are certain laws in
place to protect their health, well-being, and rights.
The problem is most minors don’t know these regu-
lations, so they are susceptible to losing some of
these protections.

Below is a list of laws and regulations in place to
ensure the rights of teenagers in Massachusetts.
Minimum Wage Laws
e As of January 1, 2008, the minimum wage in

Massachusetts is set at $8.00 per hour.

* Wait staff, service employees, and service bar-
tenders may be paid the service rate of $2.63 per
hour if they regularly receive tips of more than $20 a
month and if their average hourly tips, when added
