Mrs. Lloyd’s Media Pro-
ductions class has made it possible to be aired
once a month on Channel 22.

“I think it is very important to recognize our
students and the great things they do,” says Mr.
Gallagher. He also thinks this will be a wonderful
way to show the Beverly Community what Bev-
erly High School is doing.

When starting this television show, one of his
main goals was to give students a stronger voice.
Beverly High School already has The Ledger,
Beverlega, Aegis, and a newsletter, the Panther
Press. Adding a show would bring Beverly High
School to the top of the media empire.

Two episodes have already aired on Channel
22, including an episode to recognize the Nation-
al Merit Scholars that were commended from
Beverly High School. Mr. Gallagher interviewed
the scholars Lauren Lacy, Abby Kelly, Regan
Imperiali, Christina Norris, and Tamsin Doherty.
That episode also recognized the numerous BHS
Adams scholars.

“We want to promote a lot of student success.
We have so many wonderful students and activi-
ties that we need to recognize them,” says Mr.
Gallagher.

A second episode included an interview with
Athletic Director James Coffey, who gave a
recap of the fall sports. The episode also featured
an interview with Assistant Principal and Coach
Dan Bauer about spirit week and the Thanksgiv-
ing Day game.

Recording on December 22nd, Mr. Gallagher
will be interviewing Mrs. Taylor, Assistant Prin-

cipal and Director of the fall play, about the leads
of “I Remember Mama.” There will be an over-
look at Beverly High School’s Fine Arts depart-
ment. Also included, segments on volunteers and
the DECA program.

Gallagher believes his show will impact stu-
dents because it is dedicated to BHS students.
Although, it currently airs only once a month, he
hopes it will air once a week, commenting,
“After the first show, we developed nothing but
positive feedback.”

As a firm believer in positive role models, Mr.
Gallagher aspires that his show will encourage
students to become more involved in BHS activ-
ities and the Beverly community.

A television show isn’t a first live airing for our
principal. Five years ago, he started coloring
local football games on the radio, station 104.9.

Analyzing games from Salem, Gloucester, and
other north shore teams helps him keep in touch
with other high schools.

Talking on 104.9 has made it easier for him to
develop this show, he agrees. When he was the
athletic director in Salem, he had a show to
update sports. Mr. Gallagher never thought he
would be doing anything like this. But now he
can simply smile as we say, “Lights, Camera,
Gallagher!”

The Beverly High School hosts a Police
Academy Class for the seniors that are interested
in learning about the police force. The class is
held once a week on Thursday afternoons GH
block.

The local school Officer Jay Lantych teaches
the class and does a tremendous job. Recently
the Police Academy class took a field trip to the
Middleton jail, chaperoned by Officer Jay and
Assistant Principal Dan Bauer. The field trip
consisted of a detailed tour by one of the head
sheriff department’s police officers.

Students walked around the jail to see some of
the physical features. Officers also shared some
of the background information about the jail of
which few people are aware. The program also
showed some of the daily procedures performed.

As students walked through the jail, they wit-
nessed some of the inmates, their cells, and
where they “hangout” most days. They showed
students the meals that inmates receive everyday
for breakfast, lunch and dinner.

At the end of the tour, the tour guide, had four
special inmates whom he trusted come talk to
participants of the tour and tell them their “life
story” and how they got in jail.

The program that the jail offers is very power-
ful and is highly recommended by students. The
jail successfully gains students’ attention and
causes them to think twice about everything
learned that day.
